Depart for  Izmir.  Lunch  on  plane.  Accompanied by  Mrs.  J,  Lynda,  Amb.  and  Mrs. 
Arrive Izmir  and  met  by  Governor  of  Izmir,  military  personnel  and  large  group  of 

Turkish officials  and  private  citizens.  Shook  hands  and  visited  the  people  at  airport 
approx. 25  minutes. 

To city  of  Izmir,  stopping  frequently  en  route to  mingle  with  crowds  assembled  along  road. 
8 To Governor's  office.  Spoke  to  approx.  5,  000  from  steps  of  Governor's  palace. 
Arrived Hotel  Kismet. 
To U.  S.  pavilion  at  Fair  grounds.  American  Day.  Inspected  US  exhibit  and  talked 

with persons  present  approx.  25  min.  Introduced  Mrs.  Johnson  and  Lynda  who 
both addressed  the  audience  briefly.  VP  gave  15  minute  talk  then  walked  around 
Fair Grounds,  shaking  hands  and  talking  with  the  people.  Made  a  10  minute 
inspection of  exhibit,  Union  Chamber  of  Commerce  and  Industry.

Arr Istanbul  and  to  Hotel  Hilton  having  been  met  by  Istanbul  Governor  and  Mrs.  Aki
