The meeting was  broken up  while Him was howling  outside  in the front yard --
The President  and Secy. Rusk  looked  at Him as he tried to climb a  tree to  get the cat, . .

and the President  yelled --  "Sick  him,  Him  go  get  him, boy!"

The President  went ridin s in the car  w/  Se cy. Rusk,  Se cy. McNamara.  Mr . Komer
and Mr. Bundy  - - down  by the guest house --  and  then to  Mrs. Bailey's  new  house. . .

Returned to the front lawn  --  fo r further  discussions  w^  the  group from
Washington .... -joined by  Moyers  an d Califano there.

The President drove  his guests  from Washington  -- Rusk,  McNamara,  Komer,
and Bundy  --accompanied  by Moyers and  Califano --to the airstrip and to thei :
Jet Star  --  for  their trip back to  Washington, D.  C.

Returned to the Ranch  house w/ B M -- and  to the office  --t o ask  MF  and VM
to accompan y him and  Moyers on  drive.

Departed th e LBJ Ranch  driving w/  BM,  MF,  and  VM --in the convertible

Arrived a t the Heath  Ranch for looking  at  the deer  ,  etc.  .  . . stopped at  the foreman1 >
house first  and  picked up  Mr. Ir a Sultemier  to  go  -w/  th e group.

Spending the  remainder  of  the afternoon  driving  and  hunting  (onl y BM hunting)
and looking at  the deer.

*/ -Returned to the Sultemier  foreman's  house  an d weighed one of BM's dee r --
the President  had  made a  bet w/  Agent  Knetsch  on  how much the deer  weighed.  .
the President  lost  and  Mr. Knetsch  won a hat from th e President .

Departed the Heath  Ranch returned t o the LBJ  Ranch  at  7:20  pm.
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In the kitchen --  hoping  that a  photographer could  be found in  time to get  a  picture
of Mrs . Zephyr  Wright  sleeping  on  the kitchen  tabl e --  everyone  laughed
and the President  laughingly said  -- that this was how his help  worked  so  hard
while he was away .

To the office  --  an d gave Agent Knetsch a  LBJ Stetson  hat  --  (re : the  bet  of  earlier)

Working his  desk. .  . . w/ MF and BM

Robert Komer  -  Washington,  D.  C . --  (talked  on BM's call  to him)

DINNER w/  MF,  BM,  VM -- corned  beef  hash

To the office  --  (BM  left th e ranc h at  this point  --  to  return to Austin)

Secy. Fowle r -  Washington,  D.  C.  (ret.  his  call )

To the runway  for a  walk w/ MF  and  VM -- joined  by  JJ (wh o had returned fr. Aust.n)
Dropped in on  the telephone operators  and  the communications  peopl e

Returned to the Livin g Roo m of the Ranch  --
' an d watched  the  new s on  television
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To his bedroom w/ J  J -- for a  rub and to retire for the evening --
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Today accepted resignation as  Special  Asst  t o the  President  for  Nationa l Security
Affairs -  fro m McGeorge  Bundy.
The President  also  toda y sent McGeorge  Bundy a handwritten letter
accepting said  resignation  an d regretting his  departure  from  the  Wh,  House.

Today declared  a  major disaste r area fo r California  following  flooding  tha t
caused severe damage  in  certain  part s of  the State.  Approved  an  initial  allocation
of $1  million of  relief funds.  Gov.  Edmund  Brown  sent a  telegram requesting  hel p
under th e Federal Disaste r Act.
