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had intended to discuss this with President
Johnson but ran out of time., I am sure we will get
some wild statements out of Havana if Castro's
speech last night is any indicator and, for this
reason, feel the President should be advised on the
generalities of the Oswald-Mexico City development,
I assume the FBI are keeping the Attorney General
informed.
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
