Ira Winfield Davis, also known as Stormy and I. W., (b. August 3, 1905, Arkansas-d. November 
15, 1996, Travis County, Texas) was an executive at the Southwestern Bell Telephone Company 
and the industry representative to Lyndon B. Johnson during the 1960 presidential campaign. 
Davis is interred in Restland Memorial Park in Dallas, Texas.

This collection contains notes and materials from I. W. Davis' travels with Lyndon B. Johnson 
during his 1960 Vice-Presidential campaign.  Mr. Davis worked for Southwestern Bell and was 
responsible for telephone communications during the two-month campaign trip [Sept. 8-Nov. 
8, 1960] with then Senator Johnson in 1960.  There is also some information about the planes 
LBJ used, including the modified interior of the American Airlines Electra.  He also described the 
telephone lines for trains and communications from Austin to the Ranch and a detailed 
campaign schedule during those two months.
