Swam and took 
1. 9 a.m. Marshall guests to Birthplace house 
 

2. Dressed and went to Christian Church in J.C. - "Queen's 
Aire" with Jesse, Gerri Whittington, Mary Margaret Valenti, and met 
three Alexanders at church 
Drove home with Alexanders. Discussed two houses 
with Alexanders. 
 
3. Met assembled press in front yard and introduced two new 
military aides - Colonel Cross (to become Colonel July 15) (Armed Services) 
and Major Harrison (negro) 
"Lincoln started it and I finished it" 
Then 19 for lunch!! LBJ took nap. 
 
4. Left about 6:15 with Califanos and Jesse and Vicki 
Rode over Lewis, Hartman, Logan - Don Thomas 
helicoptered in to Lewis. We sat on front porch in rocker. 



Came home about 9:30 
Had good steak dinner 
 
Walked down to see Oriole. 
LBJ promptly pre-empted bed 
I moved him over

Went with us but rode with S.S. LBJ _____ out rabbit
