 3:40 Arrive Carlyle and immediately to Presidential Suite. 
Saw Geoffrey Beene clothes w/ Henry Ginsberg and Cathy Collins - no purchase 
Nap - Bess and Lynda on Bonwit's 
Dinner in suite joined by Dave LeFeve, Mr. and Mrs. Frank Stanton, Mr. and Mrs. Don Cook, 
Peter Jones, Bess, and Lynda. 
8:10 Departed Carlyle with above for Imperial Theatre to see "Fiddler on the Roof" 
Mob scene. Signed autographs at intermission (100) 
11:45 Returned to Carlyle. Had a drink with everyone.
