1. 8:15 Leave for airport for New Jersey 
2. 9:30 Arrive Newark. Short speeches by Governor, Mayor, Shriver, CTJ. 
Motorcade to Cleveland Elementary School. Met by Dr. Kelly, 
Mr. Feld, and Mrs. Groder, and two little colored children. Walked with them 
through a huge crowd half a block to tenement building. Met by children's 
mothers. Had a brief press interview on steps. Walked back to school 
and visited in two classrooms. Held press conference in third classroom 
with Shriver, Governor, Mayor, teachers, mothers, and CTJ participating. 
 

3. 11:15 Left for Lambertville in Governor's car. Stopped and boarded one of press 
buses and Governor on other bus. Stopped and changed buses with Governor Stafford 
and picked up county superintendent. Box lunches on bus. 
1:00 Arrived at the Commons. Brief tour of depressed areas. 
4. 1:10 Arrived Mennonite Church. Met by Mr. Pittore, Reverend Wenger. 
Saw a film on projects of the children (got word that the President 
will go to Texas tonight) 
1:45 Toured town of Lambertville.

5. 4:00 To garden and tent where Head Start meeting was going on. 
Young teachers, nurse, second in charge of schools 
Heard reports by various project leaders on achievements and 
failures. Address by Governor who introduced CTJ. (Saw Mrs. Katzenbach, mother of Attorney General) 
 
5:30 Left for airport for Washington. 
6. 7:00 Arrived at White House. 
(Signed mail and talked to President, Jack, and Bill about going to Texas) 
 
7. 9:20 Departed via chopper for Andrews. Joined by President and left 
for Texas. 
 
11:00 Arrived Bergstrom. Jetstar to Ranch. 
 
12:00 Retired
