Flight over Tetons and 
J.Y. Ranch. Sat in Apt Cabin with Liz. Lunch on plane. 
2:00 Arrived Denver. Motorcade to Denver University 
Riding with Chester Alter (Chancellor) and Mrs. Alter 
Greeted by Governor Love and Mayor of Denver 
Congressmen 
Walking tour of Administration Building, through garden to 
Speaker's stand for dedication of formal gardens donated by 
Executive Chancellor Heber 
Brief visit to restored chapel in midst of formal gardens 
Returned to Chancellor's office in Administration Building. Departed by
