1:50 Liz, Mrs. Lasker, Nash Castro to second floor. 
2:15 Left for beautification tour with them: looked at F Street Mall, MW; Mt. Vernon Square, 
Project Pride, New York Avenue, and First Street, NW., cherries on R.J. Avenue, Giant Food Store 
on 4th and Meridian, azaleas on Pennsylvania, Syphax School, public housing. 
4:10 Returned to White House. Went to second floor with Liz. 
4:35 Mary Lasker to second floor for tea in West Hall 
5:05 President dropped by to say hello 
5:15 Up to third floor to she Mrs. Lasker the Johnson Library model. 
5:30 Mrs. Lasker left. Recorded until went bowling. 
6:45 Bowling alone -- two games (156 and 141 -- agent doesn't know for sure!!) 
 
7:16 Returned to second floor 
10:30 Began having a rub down but President came over for dinner at 10:35 
10:55 Finished dinner with President and started rub again. 
12:00 Finished rub and to sleep.
