In long gold robe into living room to join President, Mrs. Walt Rostow, and the 
other men. Breakfast with them. 
11:25 Dressed: black slacks, turtleneck, and red plaid blazer. 
11:45 To living room 
 

11:50 Walked with both Mrs. Rostows, Mrs. Goldberg, Mrs. Katzenbach from Aspen around 
perimeter of David (Mary Slater joined group at 12:15) 
12:30 At pool area and took a call from Lynda. 
Continued walking 
1:35 Returned from walk. Mrs. Rusk joined on the patio for coffee 
1:50 - 3:10 Lunch with President, Goldbergs, Kohlers, four Rostows, Secretary McNamara, Rusks, Mary Slater 
(Katzenbachs had to go back to Washington because child had fever) 
 2:30 Lynda arrived during lunch. 
President saw a groundhog and everyone went to the window to watch. 
3:30 Napped 
5:40 Living room - all guests had left except four Rostows, Lynda, President, Mary Slater. 
5:45 Bowling with all. Divided into teams: President, Mary, Mrs. Walt Rostow against 
CTJ, Lynda, Walt Rostow. Won both games. 
7:45 Dinner at Aspen of shrimp Creole 
8:40 Dinner over and to helipad and left for Washington with Rostows, Lynda, President, Mary. 
9:20 Arrived South Grounds 
10:50 Retired
