1:20 Got a conference call into Max Brooks in Austin for Dr. Grover and Kahn. 
1:25 Talked to Liz on phone 
1:30 Liz came to third and saw library people briefly. Sandwiches came: pimento and ham. 
1:35 Talked with Liz in Red Toile Room: Christine Sadler and Lynda 
1:55 Liz left. Into Doll Room to discuss library more. 
2:05 Down to second. Library guests went on to Diplomatic Reception Room to discuss. 
 
2. 2:34 Liz and Walter Washington came to Queens' Sitting Room 
Joined Liz and Walter and waited for President to call before going for 
a drive with them. Discussed the critical Parade article on beauty maintenance. 
4:20 President called. Met him in his room before going down. (Talked to him about 
Lynda - Christine Sadler - New York trip) = Patsy's assumption from Liz. 
3. 4:30 Down to first with President for swearing-in of Katzenbach. 
 
4:55 Returned to second with President, Katzenbachs, and Rusks. 
4. 5:10 Left with Liz and Walter to see Buchanan and Van Ness School and to compare 
blueprints and present conditions. (President went to office at 5:30) 
6:42 Returned to White House from ride with Liz and Walter. 
7:01 Talked to Lynda in New York with Liz on phone. 
5. 7:30 Bowling alone and returned to second at 8:10 
9:30 President to second. 10:40 Dinner with President. 11:15 Rub until 11:30. Sleep. 
Read Bishop manuscript.
