6:00 Wake up. Coffee.
6:10 Bathe and dress 
6:40 Hairdresser - comb-out and manicure 
7:00 Talked to Liz about schedule and looked at wildflowers in room. 
7:20 Exchanged gifts w/ Premier Nicklin and Mrs. Lind - President received kangaroo hide whip, 
bridle, and spurs; CTJ received crocodile vanity, Lynda and Luci received opal pins and a kangaroo rug for the ranch. 
7:40 Depart hotel. Walked out carrying a koala bear. Left in motorcade with 
Mrs. Lind, Anne Clark, and Mrs. Waller. Stopped six times. 
8:10 Arrive airport. Brief farewell. Choir sang "Auld Lang Syne." 
8:20 Wheels up 
9:45 Arrive Townsville. Met by Deputy Premier and Mrs. Chalk. Motorcade to church. 
 

10:00 Arrive at St. James Anglican Cathedral. Met by Bishop I.W.A. Shevill.
 People standing in front of church. Met Mayor Angus Smith. Sang "The Churches' 
One Foundation." The devotional was on the value of prayer - the big 
moments in history have been faced by men in prayer - Christ in the 
Garden of Gethsemane - Columbus on the brink of discovery - General Montgomery. 
Beautiful flowers in the church. 
 
10:40 Left church for drive downtown and to McCannon Hotel - where President 
stayed June 8, 1942 - big sign on the front - "Welcome back, Mr. President."

12:45 To cabin for nap 
4:00 Awake and dress. Roast beef sandwich.

3:00 Arrive Manila. Greeted by President and Mrs. Marcus. 
3:30 Motorcade leaves. Streets lined with people waving flags of all six nations 
4:00 Arrive Rizal Monument. President placed wreath. 
4:20 Arrive Manila Hotel. 
5:30 Fit dress for Barrio Festival. Mr. Espirita Christian

7:00 Shampoo and set. 
Dinner in room on tray. 
9:00 To bed (slept with hair in rollers for a comb-out in the morning) 
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
