4:20 Polly Shackleton left. 
 
5:55 Mr. and Mrs. Bill White arrived, followed shortly thereafter by the President from his 
office and Mr. and Mrs. Riordan, Mr. and Mrs. McHugh, Captain B. Beck, and Mary Slater. All to 
the second floor. 
6:22 With the President and the above guests, departed the White House for the Navy 
Yard at Anacostia; White House car returned and picked up Ashton; entire 
party went below deck on the Sequoia and had cocktails. 
7:30 Congressman and Mrs. Poage, Mrs. Fleming (Mrs. Poage's sister) and John Gonella joined via 
jetboat. All went upstairs and sat on the deck. 
Dinner -- Beef Stroganoff Visited mostly with Mrs. Poage and Mrs. Fleming. After 
dinner, had a birthday cake and sang to Bill White. 
Saw three films: Savings Bond, Sgt. O'Mally, and Journey to the Pacific. 
(Gunsmoke was pre-empted by "Miss U.S.A." pageant.)
