walked to elementary school and plaza; went inside teen center and library and 
then drove to the summer music tent. 
3:07 Left Reston with Abe Fortas. 
3:42 Arrived at the White House.

3. 4:15 To the Red Room for tea with Mrs. Matsas, the wife of the departing Greek ambassador. 
4:43 To the Diplomatic Reception Room to bid goodbye to Mrs. Matsas. 
4:50 Returned to the second floor.
