11:25 Returned to my room to have breakfast, bathe, and dress. 
Visited with Lynda (just returned from London) in her room. 
 12:20 Swam. 
1:00 Returned to the second floor; worked with Bess; Warrie Lynn and Lynda came in --
Lynda showed me some ties she'd bought for her father in London. 
 2:05 Left the White House with Warrie Lynn and Lynda after saying hello briefly to 
Wright Patman and Jim Jones in the West Hall. 
2:12 Arrived at the Jockey Club for lunch. 
3:18 Returned to the White House; worked with Ashton; visited with Wright Patman; sat 
at the table with the Congressman and the President for a few minutes. 
3:40 To the theater to see "We're On Our Way" (re: Youth Conference) and "Appalachia." 
 

 
4:55 Went to Jean-Louis's shop for shampoo and set. 
6:45 Returned to White House. Worked with Ashton. Signed much mail! 
9:30 To the theater to join Lynda and her friends and to see a few minutes of "Cool 
Hand Luke."
