12:28 Went to the Hélène de Champlain Park -- had luncheon in the château. 
1:40 Walked back to the U.S. Pavilion to see a movie -- "Time to Play." 
2:20 Arrived at the Bell Telephone Pavilion to see movie -- "Screen in the Round" -- re: 
Canada from coast to coast. 
3:01 Went to the Australian Pavilion -- saw kangaroos and heard a recording by Prime Minister 
Menzes. 
3:36 Went to see "Man the Provider" Pavilion -- saw chickens hatching and Texas longhorns. 
 

4:16 Toured the Iranian Pavilion -- in view of the Shah's forthcoming visit to Washington. 
4:48 Went to Hélène de Champlain Park for goodbyes to Mrs. Shaw (Wife of Deputy

after changing planes in New York.
