1. 7:15 Breakfast with the President. 
Bathed and dressed; went into the President's Room to tell him goodbye. 
 

8:46 Left the White House. 
2. 9:17 Arrived at Dulles; waited for three hours before take-off -- flight was unable 
to leave because of fog. 
12:15 Left Dulles. 
3. 3:41 Arrived at Luci's, after changing planes in Dallas. 
4. 5:11 Left Luci's and drove to the Robertson Home, Salado. Attended ceremonies for the 
dedication of Liz's birthplace; made a few brief remarks. Then went to the 
Texas crafts shows -- especially enjoyed Jessie Hunter's wildflower seeds. 
Signed many autographs, etc. (5, 000 people present) 
5. 8:15 Left the Robertson Home to visit the gravesite of George Washington Baines, the 
President's grandfather. 
8:28 Arrived at the Kinnison residence, Salado -- visited the Kinnisons. 
6. 8:47 two hats sugar bowl 
Returned to the Robertson Home for refreshments -- talked with Jessica Catto, 
Nancy Negley -- went to see Mr. and Mrs. Bristow to buy pictures for the President's 
birthday. 
7. 9:21 Left the Robertsons -- brief stop at Bertram, Texas to get a hamburger.
