Fitted clothes with Adele Simpson, Miss Treyz, and Mrs. Raines (Adele Simpson's 
daughter). 
Fitted the Stavropoulos dress. 
Later, saw Mollie Parnis. 
 

3. 5:05 Left the hotel with Bess. Went to Bergdorf Goodman; tried on shoes. 
Saw Mr. and Mrs. Sam Winters of Austin. 
5:25 Returned to the hotel. 
7:00 Talked with Ashton on the phone. 
Had shampoo and set; was made up by Eddie Senz. 
Bess and I had a dozen oysters for dinner. 
8:25 Left the hotel with Bess. 
4. 8:35 Arrived at the 46th Street Theatre to see "I Do, I Do." Greeted cast (including 
Mary Martin, Robert Preston, and Mr. Halliday) backstage afterwards. Beautiful coral dressing room 
11:21 Left the theater.
