8:47 Left Washington on Air Force One. I spent most of the flight visiting with 
guests on the main cabin. 
10:41 Arrived International Airport, El Paso -- to the El Paso Hilton for the President's 
speech. Motorcade to Santa Fe Bridge -- brief ceremonies -- motorcade through 
Juarez (I was in the car with Mrs. Díaz Ordaz) -- ceremonies at Chamizal 
Monument. Motorcade to Cordova Bridge -- I cut the ribbon to open the bridge. 
With the President and Governor Connally, drove to El Paso airport. 
 
2:46 Flew with the President and John Connally to the ranch. 
4:46 Arrived LBJ Ranch. 
 
5:06 Left the main house with the President, Marie Fehmer, and Mary Slater Beck -- toured 
ranches. 
6:17 Returned to the main house -- picked up Mariallen and A.W. -- toured Scharnhorst. 
7:50 Returned to the main house. Luci and Lyn were there -- played with Lyn. 
8:45 Dinner with the President, Luci, A.W. and Mariallen, Mary, Marie, and Jim. (Catfish) 
Watched Lyn in walker most of the time.
