Dictated April 23, 1968 

1. 7:30 Breakfast. To the President's room for coffee. 
Talked with Liz and Luci. 
8:00 Mr. Per -- comb-out. 
 9:00 Said goodbye to the President. Left the White House in car with Liz and 
Secretary Udall. 
2. 9:37 Arrived Dulles Airport and boarded plane. speaking of death of Rev. King 
Worked with Liz on speeches. Made brief speech of welcome to journalists. 
Cattleman's brunch was served -- steak, eggs, rolls, orange juice, coffee. 
 

 
Had special interview with the German press -- especially re: Fredericksburg. 
Crowded around. Mayor McAllister 
3. 12:29 CST Arrived in San Antonio -- brief ceremony -- then boarded buses for trip to 
Fredericksburg -- pointed out flora and fauna en route. 
Saw great flags of bluebonnets and Indian paintbrush 
4. 1:55 Arrived Fredericksburg. Boarded orchard carts for tour of the town, with stops 
at St. Barnabas Church, Tatsch House, and the Pioneer Museum. 
 
 
3:26 Car to the ranch -- en route heard news of rioting in Washington. 
3:43 Arrived at the ranch -- changed into ranch clothes. 
5. 4:15 Took press on tour of the house -- then into buses to visit the birthplace and 
to tour ranches. Two guides Me - Betty Me - Dale (Johnson City school buses) Tom Weinheimer 
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 6. 6:07 Returned to the main house -- refreshments on lawn (chicken legs, ribs, chili 
con queso cold!, Fritos, soft drinks and beer). Brownie McNeil sang Texas songs. 
Cactus introduction! 
7:00 The press left for San Antonio. 
7. 7:20 CTJ into living room with Mr. and Mrs. McNeil, Mr. and Mrs. Weinheimer, Mr. and Mrs. Malechek, Mr. and Mrs. Deathe, 
Carol Carlyle, Cynthia Wilson, Bob McNeil (Brownie's son), and MW. 
Talked about the journalists' impressions of the trip so far, rioting and looting 
in Washington, the responsibility of the news media in reporting national 
crises so as not to encourage them. 
 
Brownie sang some more songs. 
8. 9:00 Supper in the living room -- ribs, chicken legs, homemade bread, fresh strawberries. 
 
9. 10:20 CTJ told guests good-night -- to room. Talked with Liz on the phone; then had a 
conference call with Liz and John Connally -- re: Hemisfair and national 
situation. Talked with Lynda at the White House.
