7:08 Left Randolph on Air Force One. 
7:40 To the bedroom with the President to rest en route. 
2. 8:44 (El Salvador time) Arrived in San Salvador -- welcoming ceremonies and receiving line. 
Warm, enthusiastic crowds. 
9:32 The President and President Sánchez of El Salvador left in lead car -- CTJ and 
Mrs. Sánchez in separate car. 
3. 10:10 Arrived San Salvador Intercontinental Hotel to freshen up. 
11:30 Left the hotel with Luci, other first ladies, Liz, and Simone -- stopped at 
archaelogical ruins and agricultural school. Talked to boys. 
4. 1:27 Arrived at President Sánchez's Coatepeque Lake residence for luncheon in honor 
of first ladies. 
 
5. 3:36 With Mrs. Sánchez, Mrs. Somoza, Mrs. Trejos, and Mrs. Castro, left the lake home 
-- Luci came in another car -- for drive by volcanic lava beds. Toured. 
 
5:07 Arrived at the U.S. ambassador's residence, San Salvador -- the President was 
already there.

6. 9:02 Left the ambassador's home with the President, Luci, President and Mrs. Sánchez to the 
Intercontinental Hotel for reception. Everyone was tired, however, and 
the reception was postponed. 
10:00 Left the hotel and returned to the ambassador's residence, with the President, 
Luci, and Larry Temple. Reminisced about old times in the living room --
the President spoke a lot about the Kelbergs, his days as a congressman's 
secretary, and early days of Social Security legislation. 
 

7. 11:00 Dinner on the terrace -- then moved into the dining room because of thunder 
and rain -- with the President, Luci, Larry Temple, Marie, Mary Rather, 
and Yolanda. Talked about today's politics -- Humphrey's and Nixon's 
chances. Turkey, ham, curried rice
