1:00 Lunch with President, Lynda, Dr. Davis and Tim, Hursts and Deathes. 
2:20 Dr. Davis and Tim left. 
 3:02 Went for a ride with the Hursts and Deathes around Washington. Rode down 
New York Avenue and looked at crepe myrtles and azaleas. Then to the White House 
To McHughs' residence at 7:30. 
 
8:14 Left the McHughs' home. 
8:18 To the Buchanan School. The superintendent came up and said "May I help you?" 
and then recognized CTJ and said "Oh -- that was the understatement of the year!" 
Returned for pictures after a little girl in pink ran after the car -- Walked 
around the playground area, saw equipment from Mexico, greeted area residents.
