Visited in the Family Dining Room with the President, Lynda, Lucinda, Tom 
Johnson, Larry Temple, Judy Middendorf (President, Student Council, Thomas More 
College -- the President had met her there in September when he visited the 
school), and Julie McCarthy (friend of Miss Middendorf). 
11:23 Left the White House with Lynda. 
11:35 Arrived at National Airport for beginning of "last hurrah" trip. 
Lunch en route. 
1:10 Arrived in New Orleans. Greeted by Mayor Schiro. 
1:20 Left the airport with Secretary Wilbur Cohen and Mayor Schiro (Lynda left in 
separate car). Motorcade to Xavier University. 
1:45 Presentation and briefing re: VISTA at Xavier University. 
2:25 Departed with Secretary Cohen and Sister Loyola. 
2:30 Arrived at Danneel Elementary School for tour.
