Biographical sketch:

Chester Lawrence Cooper was born in Boston, Massachusetts, on January 13, 1917. He earned
degrees from New York University and American University. He served as Assistant Deputy
Director at Central Intelligence Agency from 1947 to 1962, and held senior posts at the National
Security Council, State Department, Institute for Defense Analyses, and several organizations
that focused on environmental and energy issues. He also worked with Japan’s government on
environmental questions. He died in Washington, D.C., on October 30, 2005.

Scope and content note:

This collection consists of speeches, articles, and research files pertaining to the Vietnam War
created by Chester L. Cooper during his career as a diplomat and authority on Vietnam and Cold
War policy. The series includes articles from leading American journals and newspapers,
research files from his 1971 book, The Lost Crusade: America in Vietham, handwritten notes,
and book drafts from unpublished works.
