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Sea Clashes in Asia
P T  Attacks Said to Sh"w U. S. Nê 'd 
Of Small Craft W ith  Conventional Guns

The attaoUs by N orth  Viet

namese torpedo boats on United  
States destroyei's operating in 
the G ulf of Tonkin could have 
diplomatic and m ilita ry impli
cations aside from contributing 
to international tension.

Communist countries, experts 
on maritime law note, have fre
quently attempted to assert 

th e ir  ,sovereignt,y 
over gulfs, bays or 
seas p a r t ly  en
closed by the ir land 
areas. The  Gulf of 
Tonkin is  bordered 

by China’s Hainan Island on the 
east, the Chinese mainland to 
the east and north and North  
Vietnam on the west.

The  torpedo attacks could be 
another attempt to t ry  to en­
force a de facto interpretation 
by the Communists of the ir 
sovereignty over vast areas of 
the high seas.

T h is  e ffo rt has always been 
resisted by the United States 
and other great maritime pow
ers. President Johnson's orders 
to the Navy to shoot back rep
resent another reenforcement of 
traditional American doctrine  
freedom of the high seas.

The torpedo attacks could 
also reflect growing imeasiness 
in  N orth  Vietnam. There have 
been repeated hints from Saigon 
and Washington that N orth  
Vietnam m ight be attacked i f  
aid to the Communist guerrillas 
In the South was increased.

Small  scale guerrilla opera­
tions across N orth  Vietnam's 
land and sea frontie rs have been 
conducted sporadically by South 
Vietnamese forces.

The United States Navy has 
created a coimterpart of the 
A rm y’s Special Forces. These 
are called S E A L  units (Sea A ir  
and Land). They are trained 
to carry out surreptitious intel
ligence missions, sabotage or 
other operations behind enemy 
lines.

The forces can be put ashore 
from  submarines, gunboats or 
other small cra ft or can be 
parachuted or landed by sea
plane.
N orth  Vietnam Tightens Guard

The  threat of attack has 
forced N o rth  Vietnam, accord
ing to reports in Washington, 
to increase its  beach patrols 
and coast watchers and to 
strengthen precautions against 
intelligence patrols, guerrillas, 
sabotage and air raids. Hanoi 
is  represented as being “j i t
tery.”

However, the attack yester
day, coming two days after the 
attack on the Maddox, would 
seem to indicate considerably 
more than nervousness on the 
part of Hanoi. I t  may reflect a 
deliberate policy of attempting 
to goad the United States into 
reta lia tory action.

Fro m  the United States 
Navy’s point o f view, the tech
nical implications of the Gulf 
of To n k in  incidents are two
fold. The  attacks put attention

•. RAl.n\VlN
on an issue that has been of 
increasing concern to many na
val officers in the age of the 
missile the declining gun pow
er of the United States fleets. 
They also underline the impor
tance of the construction until 
recently neglected— of small, 
fa st motor gunboats or torpedo 
boats and shallow water coastal 
craft.

The Maddox is one of the 
relatively few destroyers in the 
Navy that retain all the ir gun 
power.

M ost old destroyer types have 
been modernized by F R A M I  
and P R A M II conversions (fleet 
rehabilitation and moderniza
tion) and some of the ir guns 
have been replaced by m issiles 
and special antisubmarine w ar
fare gear.

The  Maddox, completed In 
1944, s t i l l  retains six 5-inch 38- 
calihpr guns and six 3-inch 50- 
caliber.

Many other ships now have 
very limited gun power. Vhe 
smaller vessels are equipped 
either w ith  Te rr ie r or Ta rta r  
antiaircraft m issiles and the 
cruisers w ith Talos. These mis
siles have a limited  dual-pur- 
po.se capability against both 
surface and a ir targets, but 
the ir accuracy against sea ta r
gets is doubtful.

Most newer .»hips are armed 
chiefly w ith missiles.

The  Tu rn e r Joy, which joined 
the Maddox on patrol in the 
TonRin Gulf, s t il l  has three 5  
inch 54 caliber guns and four 
3-inch 50-caliber.

The craft, bu ilt in  1959, is 
due to be modernized and Ta rta  
missiles may replace many of 
her guns.

The  importance of defensive 
gunfire against the torpedo 
boat attack in  the G ulf of To n
kin may mark to the joy of 
many officers the renaissance 
of the naval gun.

Vulnerability Increased
The  reduced gun power of 

the fleet and the v irtua l elmi 
nation from large shop aiTna  
ments of small caliber, rapid  
fire  guns  20 mm. and 40 mm. 

 tend to make large 
ships more vulnerable to 
torpedo boat attack.

T h is  is  especially true  since 
some Soviet motor torpedo 
boats, roughly the same size as 
the N orth  Vietnamese boats 
that attacked the Maddox, are 
now equipped w ith  15 mile 
cruise type missiles designed fo r  
use against surface targets.

Another United States de
ficiency underlined by the at
tacks in the G ulf o f Tonk in  is  
the scarcity of high-speed, shal
low water coastal c ra ft and 
motor gunboats, torpedo boats 
and patrol craft.

N orth  Vietnam is  believed to 
have about 50 high-speed craft 
of th is  type, built in  Communist 
China or the Soviet Union. Com­
munist China has more 
than 200, perhaps as many as 
400.

A Pentagon spokesman said last night:

Last night s sea fight apparently was at least as intense 
as Sunday s Tonkin  G ulf battle when the Maddox P.red 151 
rounds of five inch and 132 rounds of three inch ammuni
tion during a 21 minute engagement w ith three Red to r
pedo boats, and the destroyer s escorting jets lashed the 
attacking Communist craft with eight Zun i rockets and 
more than 800 machine-gun bullets.

One of the three Red boats was sunk and the other two 
damaged in that daylight fight.

W ith  the entry of the Constellation s task force Into 
yesterday s light, the United States now has a powerful 
naval force in  the Tonkin  G ulf. I t  includes the guided 
missile frigate Gridley and the destroyers Fechteler and 
Preston escorting the Constellation, plus the Maddox, Joy 
and probable several other destroyers with the Ticonderoga.

The Pentagon spokesman did not give the precise 
location of last night s battle, but i t  apparently occurred 
near the scene of the Sunday attack.

Th e  State Department s warning to North Viet Nam 
noted grave conseuqences  would result i f  t i  staged any 
more assaults on American naval forces.

The  warning was sent to the American Embassy in  
Saigon, apparently for forwarding to North Viet Nam 
through the three nation (Canada, India, Poland) In te r
national Control Commission charged w ith supervising 
peace efforts in  Viet Nam, Laos and Cambodia.

Th e  firs t, unoflicial reports here about last night s 
fight indicated the Communists had used planes. However, 
informed sources said later that no Red aircraft had been 
involved.

Shortly  after the attack reports began circulating. 
President Johnson summoned Republican and Democratic 
Congressional leaders to the White House. House Repub
lican leader Charles A. Halleck, Ind., said he presumed 
the latest fight would be discussed.

Eavlier, the President lunched with Secretary of State 
Dean Rusk. Defense Secretary Robert McNamara and W. 
McGeorge Bundy, M r. Johnson s adviser on national se
curity affairs, as well as the Security Council, I t  is assumed 
the battle was discussed at those sessions.

The  Communist attacks on the American destroyers 
came shortly after the United States diclosed it  was in
creasing by up to 6,000 the estimated 16,300 American m ili
tary advisers and instructors now on duty in South Viet 
Nam.

I t  was uncertain, however, i f  the Red attacks were 
responses to the American build up.

There is no doubt here the attacks were deliberate, 
as proven by their repetition. The North Vietnamese crews 
which attacked the Maddox Sunday in clear, sunny weather 
could have had no difficulty in sighting the ship s American 
flag. Last night s attack apparently came after the Commu­
n ist radar^ locators spotted the two American warships.

The  American destruction Sunday and last night of 
three North Vietnamese torpedo boats may have reduced 
markedly the Communist fleet of such craft.

Jane s Fighting Ships says North Viet Nam has 16 
Russian built P 4 motor torpedo boats. They are 50 ton 
high rpeed craft which carry several torpedoes each and 
are armed w ith heavy machine-guns.

A ssis ta n t Secretary o f Defense A rthu r Sy lv e ste r made the fo llow ing  statenent 
today a t 3s15 P.M. EDT;

Because there is  apparently some confusion in  news re p o rts today about the 
tim ing o f the announcement o f the U. S . re ta lia to ry  action Tuesday, August 4̂ ,
I  have secured the fo llow ing  statement from the Secretary o f Defense, a 
statem ent vhich i s  a ttrib u ta b le  to  him:

" I  recoomended to President Johnson th a t he schedule h is  announcement o f the 
re ta lia to ry  attack against the North Vietnamese torpedo boats and th e ir supporting 
in s ta lla tio n s  fo r 11:4.0 P.M ., August 4-> because:

"1 . gjr th a t time U. S . naval a irc ra ft had been in  the a ir  on th e ir way to  
th e ir  ta rg e ts approximately one hour.

"2 . Hanoi, through i t s  radar, had then received ind ic a tio M  o f the attack.

"3 . The time remaining before the a irc ra ft a rrived  over th e ir ta rge ts would 
not perm it the North Vietnamese to, move th e ir boats to  sea o r to  a le rt th e ir  
fo rces.

"4 . I t  was im portant tha t the people o f our cotintry leam  o f the manner in  
which th e ir  government was responding to the attacks on i t s  vesse ls from th e ir  
President ra th e r than from Hanoi which was expected to  annoimce the attack a t any 
moment.

”5. I t  was desirable th a t the North Vietnamese government and others be to ld  
as soon as possib le the character o f the attack —  'Our response fo r  the present 
w il l  be lim ite d  and f i t t in g .  Me . . .  know . . .  the r is k s  o f spreading c o n flic t.
We w il l  seek no wider w a r.'

*'As you know, the North Vietnamese government did not have time to  move th e ir  
fo rc e sj our attacking a irc ra ft found the torpedo boats a t th e ir docks; the attack 
was h ig h ly  sttisc e ssfu l."

QUESTION? W e ll, Secretary Vance, as you know, the American peop;j.e hare been 
deeply concerned by th is  c r is is  in  the Far Ea st. Before we had so rt p f a fo o t in  
the door through our m ilita ry  aid to  South Vietnam, then a fte r August 4., th ing s 
changed. How do you assess i t  now? Are we in  th is  th ing  up to our knees now, 
up to  our h ip s, up to  our a rn p its , o r what?

SECRETARY VANCE: I  wouldn't put i t  th a t way, Mr. Downs. We have indicated 
from the o utse t th a t we would do everything tha t i s  required to  help the South 
Vietnamese put down the counterinsurgency which is  be ia f directed against them 
by the V ie t Cong who in  tu rn  are directed by the North Vietnamese and we w il l  
continue to  do so in  the fu tu re . In so fa r as the act o f aggression which 
occurred on the high seas, the Ih iited  Sta te s took lim ite d  action to promptly . . . 
and th a t i s  the only action which could be taken.

QUESTION; In  so rt o f your own risc e ra , to  you fe e l then th a t th is  is  not a 
step to  World War I I I ?

SECRETARY VANCEs We c e rta in ly  hope i t  i s  not. We have, as I  sa id , taken 
lim ite d  action and we hope th is  w il l  deter any fu rth e r aggression acts on tha  
p a rt o f the North Vietnamese. Nevertheless, we are taking precautions.

QUESTION: W ith th«« finnounced ruOveraents o f men and sh ips and planes to  the 
c r is is  area, how mucll w il l  foa  have to  increase the d ra ft callup now?

SECRETARY VANCE: I  d o n 't believe we w il l  have to increase the d ra ft callup  
a t a ll.

QUESTION: Do you plan to  c a ll up any reserves o r any reserve sp e c ia lis ts  
such as doctors?

SECRETARY VANCE: No, we do not unless the s itu a tio n  shotild worsen.

QUESTION: Do you plan to  order the fa m ilie s o f dependents, I  mean the

SECRETARY VAHCE* Ho, I  don’ t  have in te nsion  o f doing th a t a t th is  tim e. 
Th is  would only occur i f  the s ittia tio n  should worsen narkedly.

QUESTION: The President has expressed hopes o f avoiding escalation o f the 
war, but does not the fa c t th a t we are sending reinforcem ents to  th a t area mean 
th a t there has been an escalation?

SECRETART VANCE: Yes, in  a sense there has been an escalation brought on 
by the unprovoked attack against our vesse ls on the high seas. However, the 
precautionary steps which we have taken in  moving in  in te rce p to rs and fig h te r-  
bombers and strengthening o tir naval forces in  th a t area is  an atteaqpt to  
prevent fa rth e r escalation.

QUESTION: W e ll, i t ’ s been 43 hours maybe not quite  since th a t f i r s t  attack 
and people have been wondering why, why would the Commonists take such a rash  
ind su rp ris in g  iaction. There are many theo rie s flo a tin g  around, do you have 
any fa v o rite  theoiy?

SECRETARY VANCE; No, I  don’ t ,  Mr. Downs. I t ' s  very hard to  understand 
why they did take th is  action and i t  would be sheer speculation on my p a rt to  
t ry  to  in te rp re t a t th is  tim e.

QUESTION: W e ll, on another facet o f the same question. I s  there any 
ind ic a tio n  th a t the attack might have been d iversiona ry —  a prelude to  other 
a ctions, say in  Laos o r Cambodia, say India o r Malaysia o r even Korea?

SECRETARY VANCE: W e ll, we know th a t the Communists have been carrying  
on aggressive acts against Laos, South Vietnam and now most recently on the 
high seas.

QUESTION: W e ll, have there b«i® any ind ic a tions o f troop movements o r 
other b e llig e re n t aclKivity in  any o f those areas?

SECRETARY VANCE: We have had no Ind ica tions o f th a tj however, as te*. 
McNamara has indicated e a rlie r today, I  th in k  i t  i s  reasonable to  assume th a t 
the North Vietnamese may ask fo r  combat a ir  support from the Communist Chinese 
and i t  may be provided.

QUESTION: I f  th is  a ir  support does show up, w il l  th is  mean th a t Commanist 
China has intervened d ire c tly  in  the dispute?

SECRETARY VANCE: I  would c e rta in ly  say th is  would be an u n frie n d ly  act.

QUESTION: Would i t  mean d ire c t in te rve n tio n  —> I  mean, would there be 
Chinese p ilo ts  fly in g  those planes?

SECRETARY VANCE: I t  would be speculation on ny p a rt. I  couldn't re a lly  
answer.

STXJRETAHT VAHCEs We w il l  take whatever acts are required when the s itu a tio n  
a ris e s .

QUESTION: Were we sn rp rise d  by the apparent so p h istie a tio tt —  i f  th a t is  
the word —» o f the V ie t Cong attack, both in  haring a f lo t i l la  o f F T  boats 
locate a destroyer in  the dark in  rough and bad weather, and secondly, in  th e ir  
defenses in  shooting down our planes?

SECRETART VAHCEs No. I  w ouldn't characterize i t  as sophisticated. We did 
know th a t the North Vietnamese have p a tro l c ra ft which had radar and we also  
know th a t i t  is  possib le to  shoot down both je t  a irc ra ft sind p ro p e llo r-d rire n  
a irc ra ft w ith  autonatic weapons which are o f not too great a so p h istic a tio n .

QUESTION! Do you believe th a t the Chinese CoBnninists w il l  intervene a fte r 
what we had heard p a rtic u la rly  fro *  t l ie ir  propaganda attacks?

SECRETART VANCE: I  would hope,certa inly hope, they would no t. I t  would be 
rash on p a rt to  speculate on th a t question, however. ; >

QUESTION: We have no d ire c t d ip lo m tie  contact. I t ' s  a very in d ire c t 
connection th a t we do have w ith  the Peiping government through Warsaw. Have we 
been in  contact w ith  them o r atte]iQ>ted to e sta b lish  contact w ith  them through 
Warsaw o r o the r means, since th is  incident?

SECRETART VANCE: That i s  a question I ’m a fra id  y o u 'll have to  ask the 
Sta te  Departnent.

QUESTIOT: W e ll, how do you fe e l about i t  a fte r two days o f liv in g  through 
the — and sleeping here, too, I  presume?

SECRETART VANCE: Th a t’ s r ig h t.

QUESTION: Do you fe e l your fam ily  i s  sa fe , you y o u rse lf are safe, th a t the 
country i s  safe?

QUESTION: M r. Se c re ta ry , have th e re  been any in c id e n ts  th a t you know 
o f In v o lv in g  the  South Vietnamese v e sse ls  and N orth  Vietnamese?

SECRETARY McNAMARA; No, none th a t I  know o f ,  a lth o u ^  I  th in k  I  should  
mention to  you the  South Vietnamese Naval P a t ro l  a c t iv i t ie s  th a t are ca r­
r ie d  on to  prevent the  i n f i l t r a t i o n  o f men and m a te rie l from  the  N orth  in to  
the  So u th . In  the  la s t  seven months o f I 961 , f o r  example, about lij-OO men 
were in f i l t r a t e d  across the  17t h  p a ra l le l  from  N orth  V ie t  Nam in to  South  
V ie t Nam.. To prevent fu r th e r  i n f i l t r a t i o n  o f th a t k in d , the  South V ie tn a ­
mese, w ith  our a ss is ta n c e , have se t up a naval p a tro l which i s  v e ry  ac tive  
in  th a t  area, which continues to  insp ec t and examine junks and t h e i r  p e r­
so n n e l. In  one 8 -month period  th a t  I  can re c a ll  th e y  discovered l̂ i-O V ie t  
Cong i n f i l t r a t o r s .

QUESTION: M r. Se c re ta ry , th e re  have been re p o rts  about considerable  
tro o p  movements by U .S .  a i r c r a f t  in  South V ie t Nam to  the  17th  p a ra l le l .  
Could you give us an assessment about those?

SECRETARY McNAMARA; We have, to  the  b e st o f  my knowledge, moved no 
South Vietnamese tro o p s no r have we moved U .S .  tro o p s in to  South V ie t Nam.
We have, as I  reported  to  you ye ste rda y, moved in te rc e p to r a i r c r a f t  in to  
South V ie t Nam to  be prepared f o r  whatever e ve n tix a lity  develops. We have, 
in  a d d itio n , moved c e rta in  f ig h te r  a i r c r a f t  in to  South V ie t Nam. We moved 
c e rta in  f ig h te r  a i r c r a f t  in to  Th a ila n d . We made re in fo rcem ents o f our ad­
vance bases in  the  P a c if ic ;  re in fo rcem ents moved out o f the  U n ite d  S ta te s  
fo r  th a t purpose. We have moved c e rta in  f le e t  im i t s ;  I  mentioned the  a t ­
tack c a r r ie r  group movlnc From the  F i r s t  F le e t ,  which i s  homed in  P a c if ic  
w aters o f f  the  P a c if ic  Coast, out in to  the  W estern P a c if ic ,  and we a lso  
moved an anti-subm arine  ta sk  group down in to  the  South China Sea, t h i s  in  
o rd e r to  provide p ro te c tio n  to  our c a r r ie rs  and d e stro y e rs  opera ting in  
these  w a te rs, both in  th e  G u lf and in  these w aters South o f  Hainan Is la n d .

STATEMENT BY SECRETARY OF DEFENSE ROBERT S .  McNAMARA 
BEFORE TH E SENATE FOREIGN RELATIONS AND ARMED SERVICES COMMITTEES

August 6 , 196k

Chairman F u l b r i ^ t ,  Chairman R u s s e l l ,  and members o f  the  Senate Fo re ig n  
R e la tio n s  and Armed Se rv ic e s  Committees;

D u rin g  the  p a st few days, d e lib e ra te  and unprovoked m i l i t a r y  a tta cks by the  

N o rth  Vietnamese have given r i s e  to  the  need fo r  us to  appear here today. I  

should l ik e  to  review  the  a tta cks w ith  you b r ie f ly  and to  describe the  responses 

we made to  those  a tta c k s.

The f i r s t  in c id e n t occurred on August 2 . I t  concerned the  USS MADDOX, one 

o f  our d e s tro y e rs  engaged in  a ro u tin e  p a tro l in  In te rn a t io n a l w a te rs o f  the  

G u lf o f  To n k in  o f f  th e  N o rth  V ie t  Nam coa st. A t about noon, when the  MADDOX 

was about 30 m ile s  from  the  coast, she rep orte d  th a t  th re e  torpedo boats were 

on a s o u th e rly  course heading towaxd th e  sh ip  a t a range o f  over 10 m ile s .

Two h o u rs la t e r ,  a t approxim ately 2:kO P .M ., the  MADDOX was approached by a 

h i ^  speed — to  50 knot —  c r a f t .  She re p o rte d  th a t  th e  apparent in te n t io n  

o f  t h i s  c ra f t  was to  conduct a torpedo a tta ck and th a t  she Intended to  open 

f i r e  in  se lf-d e fe n se  i f  necessa ry. She was attacked by th e  th re e  F T  c ra f t  a t 

3 :08  P.M . She opened f i r e  w ith  h e r f iv e - in c h  b a tte ry  a f te r  th re e  warning sh o ts  

fa i le d  to  slow  down the  a tta c k e rs . The P Ts  continued t h e i r  c lo s in g  maneuvers, 

and two o f  the  P Ts  c losed to  5 ,000  ya rd s, each f i r i n g  one to rpedo. The MADDOX 

changed course in  an evasive move and the  two torpedoes passed on the  sta rboard  

sid e  a t a d istance o f  100 to  200 ya rd s.
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The USS TICONDEROGA, which was opera ting  in  w a te rs to  the  southeast and 

which had been a le rte d  to  th e  impending a tta c k , advised she was sending fo u r  

already a irb o rn e  F -8 E  (CRUSADER) f i l t e r s  w ith  ro c ke ts and 20 mm ammunition to  

provide a i r  cover f o r  th e  MADDOX. A t about 3 :2 1  P .M ., the  t h i r d  h o s t i le  F T  

moved up to  th e  beam o f  th e  MADDOX and received a d ire c t h i t  by a f iv e - in c h  round; 

a t the  same tim e i t  dropped a torpedo in to  the  w ater which was no t seen to  ru n . 

Machine gun f i r e  from  the  P Ts  was d ire c te d  a t the  MADDOX. However, th e re  was no 

in ju r y  to  personne l and no damage. The MADDOX continued in  a so u th e rly  

d ire c tio n  to  jo in  w ith  a s i s t e r  d e stro y e r, the  C. TUEKER JOY, as TICONDEROGA 

a i r c r a i t  commenced a tta c k in g  the  P T s .  ZUNI rocket ru n s  and 20 mm s t ra f in g  a ttacks  

were d ire c te d  a g a inst two o f  the  P T s ,  and th e y  were damaged. The t h i r d  P T  remained 

dead in  th e  w ater a f te r  the  d ire c t h i t  by the  MADDOX. A t 3 :29  P .M ., the  engagement 

te rm ina ted  and the  a i r c r a f t  escorted the  MADDOX southward on i t s  p a tro l course.

On Monday, August 3# th e  P re s id e n t made p u b lic  in s t ru c t io n s  th a t he had 

issu e d  the  day before  regard ing  fu tu re  p a tro ls  and engagements w ith  enemy cra^ft.

He in s t ru c te d  th e  Navy, f i r s t ,  to  continue the  p a tro ls  in  the  G u lf o f  To n k in ; 

second, to  double the  fo rc e  by adding an a d d itio n a l d e stro y e r to  the  one a lready  

on p a tro l;  t h i r d ,  to  provide a combat a i r  p a tro l over the  d e s tro y e rs ; and fo u r th ,  

to  is su e  in s t ru c t io n s  to  th e  combat a i r c r a f t  and to  the  d e stro y e rs  (a) to  a ttack  

any fo rc e  which attacked them in  in te rn a t io n a l w a te rs, and (b) to  a ttack w ith  the  

o b je c tive  o f  no t o n ly  d r iv in g  o f f  the  fo rc e  bu t o f  d e stro y in g  i t .

A t th e  same tim e as these  in s t ru c t io n s  were being broadcast th ro u ^ o u t  the  

w o rld , the  S ta te  Department, a c ting  pursuant to  the  P re s id e n t 's  fu r th e r  

in s t ru c t io n s ,  took ste p s to  d e liv e r  a note o f  p ro te s t to  the  N o rth  Vietnam regime. 

The note was a lso  w id e ly  p u b lic ize d . I t  concluded w ith  the  words, "The U n ite d
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S ta te s  Government expects th a t  the  a u th o r it ie s  o f  the  regime in  N o rth  Viet-Nam  

w i l l  be under no m isapprehension as to  the  grave consequences which would 

in e v ita b ly  r e s u l t  from  any fu r th e r  unprovoked o ffe n s iv e  m i l i t a r y  a c tio n  a g a inst 

U n ite d  S ta te s  fo rc e s ."

Our hopes th a t  th e  f i rm  defensive a c tion  taken in  response to  the  f i r s t  

a tta ck  and the  p ro te s t  to  Hanoi would end the  m a tte r were s h o r t- l iv e d .

A f te r  th e  f i r s t  a ttack on Sunday, the  MADDOX jo in e d  w ith  i t s  s i s t e r  

d e stro y e r, the  USS TUENER JOY, in  th e  G u lf o f  To n k in  and resumed i t s  p a tro l  

in  in te rn a t io n a l w a te rs, as d ire c te d  by the  P re s id e n t.

Monday, August 3, was u n e v e n tfu l.

The p a tro l was a lso  u n e ve n tfu l (̂ v’ ing  most o f  the  d a y lig h t ho u rs o f  

Tuesday, August k.  In  the  e a rly  <-‘.ening o f  August 1+, however, the  MADDOX 

rep o rte d  radar contact w ith  x d e n tif ie d  surface  v e sse ls  who were p a ra lle lin g  

i t s  tra c k  and th e  tra c k  . ' th e  TURNER JOY. I t  was 7 :iK ) P.M . when the  MADDOX 

re p o rte d  th a t ,  from  c ions being taken by those  u n id e n t if ie d  v e s s e ls , an 

atta ck  by them ap.^ared im m inent. A t t h i s  tim e th e  MADDOX was heading southeast 

near th e  cente-- o f  the  G u lf o f  To n k in  in  In te rn a t io n a l w a te rs approxim ately 65 

m ile s  from  the  n e a re st land.

The MADDOX a t 8 :3 6  P.M. e s ta b lish e d  new radar contact w ith  two u n id e n t if ie d  

surface  v e sse ls  and th re e  u n id e n t if ie d  a i r c r a f t .  A t t h i s  tim e , U . S . f i l t e r  

a i r c r a f t  were launched from  the  TICONDEROGA to  rendezvous w ith  the  MADDOX and 

the  TURNER JOY to  p rovide  p ro te c tio n  a g a inst p o ss ib le  a tta ck from  the  u n id e n t if ie d  

v e sse ls  and a i r c r a f t ,  in  accordance w ith  the  P re s id e n t 's  p re v io u s ly  issu e d  

d ire c t iv e s .  S h o r t ly  th e re a fte r ,  the  MADDOX re p o rte d  th a t  the  u n id e n t if ie d  a i r c r a f t  

had disappeared from  i t s  radar screen and th a t the  surface  v e sse ls  were rem aining  

a t a d is ta n c e . The a i r c r a f t  from  the  TICONDEROGA a rr iv e d  and commenced defensive  

p a tro l over the  MADDOX and the  TURNER JOY.
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A t 9 :3 0  P .M ., a d d itio n a l u n id e n t if ie d  v e sse ls  were observed on the  MADDOX

ra d a r, and these  v e sse ls  began to  c lose ra p id ly  on the  d e stro y e r p a tro l a t speeds 

in  excess o f  40 k n o ts . The a tta c k in g  c ra f t  continued to  c lose  ra p id ly  from the  

west and south  and the  MADDOX rep orte d  th a t  t h e i r  in te n t io n s  were evalixated as 

h o s t i le .  The d e s tro y e rs  rep orte d  a t 9 :5 2  P.M* th a t  they were under continuous  

torpedo a tta c k  and were engaged in  de fensive  c o u n te r f ire .

W ith in  the  next h o u r, the  d e stro y e rs  re layed messages s ta t in g  th a t the y  had 

avoided a niimber o r  to rpedos, th a t  they had been under repeated a tta c k , and th a t  

th e y  had sunk two o f  the  a tta c k ing  c ra f t .  By M id n i^ t  lo c a l tim e , the  

d e stro y e rs  rep orte d  th a t ,  even though many torpedoes had been f i r e d  a t them, 

they had s u ffe re d  no h i t s  n o r c a su a ltie s  and th a t  the  defensive  a i r c r a f t  from  

the  TICONDEROGA were i l lu m in a t in g  the  area and a tta c k in g  the  enemy surface  

c r a f t . S h o r t ly  th e re a fte r ,  th e y  re p o rte d  th a t a t le a s t  two enemy c ra f t  had been 

sunk although low c e ilin g s  continued to  hamper th e  a i r c r a f t  o p e ra tio n s. The  

TURNER JOY rep orte d  th a t  d u rin g  the  engagement, in  a d d itio n  to  the  torpedo  

a tta c k , she was f i r e d  upon by automatic weapons w h ile  being illu m in a te d  by 

s e a rc h lig h ts .

F in a l ly ,  a f te r  more than two ho u rs \mder a tta c k , th e  d e s tro y e rs  rep orted  

a t 1 :3 0  A.M. th a t  the  a tta c k in g  c ra f t  had apparently  broken o f f  th e  engagement.

The d e lib e ra te  and unprovoked na tu re  o f  the  a tta c k s a t lo c a tio n s  th a t were 

in d isp u ta b ly  in  in te rn a t io n a l w a te rs compelled th e  P re s id e n t and h is  p r in c ip a l 

a d v ise rs  to  conclude th a t a prompt and f i rm  m i l i t a r y  response was re q u ire d . 

A ccord ing ly , the  P re id e n t decided th a t  a i r  a c tio n , in  re p ly  to  th e  unprovoked 

a tta c k s, should  be taken a g a in st gun boats and c e rta in  su p p o rtin g  f a c i l i t i e s  

in  N o rth  Vietnam which had been used in  the  h o s t i le  o p e ra tio n s. On Tuesday 

evening, a f te r  c o n su ltin g  w ith  C ongressional le a d e rsh ip , he So inform ed the
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American people.

The U n ite d  S ta te s  m i l i t a r y  response was c a re fu lly  planned suid e f fe c t iv e ly  

c a rrie d  o u t . T h e U . S ,  a i r  s t r i kes hegan approxim ately a t noon Wednesday lo c a l 

tim e a g a in st N o rth  Vietnamese F T  and gun h o a ts , t h e i r  bases and support f a c i l i t i e s .  

These re p r is a l  a tta c k s, c a rrie d  out by naval a i r c r a f t  o f  the  U n ite d  S ta te s  

Seventh F le e t  from  the  c a r r ie r s  TICONDEROGA and CONSTELLATION, were l im ite d  in  

scale - -  t h e i r  p rim a ry  ta rg e ts  being th e  weapons a g a inst which our p a t ro l l in g  

d e stro y e rs  had been fo rced  to  defend them selves tw ice  in  the  p r io r  72  h o u rs .

S p e c if ic a lly ,  o u r naval a i r  fo rc e s  launched 6h a tta ck s o r t ie s  a g a in st U 

N o rth  Vietnamese p a tro l boat bases and t h e i r  boats and a g a in st a major sup p o rting  

o i l  storage depot. S t r ik e  re p o rts  in d ic a te  th a t  a l l  ta rg e ts  were se ve re ly  h i t ,  

in  p a r t ic u la r  the  petroleum  in s ta l la t io n  where 10^ o f  N o rth  Vietnam ’ s petroleum  

storage capacity was 90^ destroyed. Smoke was observed r i s in g  to  ll4-,000 fe e t .

Some 25 N o rth  Vietnamese p a tro l boats were destroyed o r  damaged.

Our ].osses were’ two a i r c r a f t  destroyed and two damaged. One o f  the  p i lo t s  

i s  b e lieved  to  have crashed w ith  h i s  plane between two PT c ra f t  he had under 

a tta c k . An o th e r p i lo t  rep o rte d  th a t  he was e je c tin g  from  h i s  downed a i r c r a f t .

H is  whereabouts i s  a t p re se n t l i s t e d  as unknown.

In  view o f  the  unprovoked and d e lib e ra te  a tta cks in  in te rn a t io n a l w a te rs  

on our naval v e sse ls  and bearing  in  mind th a t the  b e st way to  d e te r e sc a la tio n  

i s  to  be prepared fo r  i t ,  the  P re s id e n t and h i s  p r in c ip a l a d v ise rs  concluded 

th a t a d d itio n a l p reca utiona ry  measures were re q u ire d  in  Southeast A s ia . C e rta in  

m il i t a r y  deployments to  the  area are th e re fo re  now underway. These inc lu d e : 

a . T ra n s fe r  o f  an a tta ck  c a r r ie r  group from  th e  P a c if ic  Coast to  the  

W estern P a c if ic ;

SECRETARY McNAMARA: As you know, on A ug ust 2nd, and aga in  
on A u g u st 4 th ,  N o rth  V ietnam ese su rfa c e  v e s s e ls  a ttac ke d  U . S .  
d e s tro y e rs  o p e ra tin g  on ro u t in e  p a t ro l in  in te r n a t io n a l  w a te rs  
in  th e  G u lf  o f  T o n k in .

In  r e t a l ia t io n  f o r  t h i s  unprovoked a tta c k  on th e  h ig h  se a s , 
o u r fo rc e s  have s t ru c k  th e  bases used by th e  N o rth  V ietnam ese  
p a t r o l  c r a f t .  D u rin g  th e  n ig h t , 64 a tta c k  s o r t ie s  were launched  
fro m  th e  U . S .  c lirrle rs '"TIC O lJD ERO G A  and CONSTELLATION a g a in s t  
th e  fo u r  N o rth  V ietnam ese p a t r o l  bases and c e r ta in  su p p o rt  
f a c i l i t i e s  a sso c ia te d  w ith  th o se  b a se s.

The p o in ts  a re  lo c a te d  on t h i s  map show ing th e  G u lf  o f  
T o n k in ,  So u th  C h in a , N o rth  V ie t  Nam. The f i r s t  base i s  a t  
Hon Gay in  N o rth  V ie t  Nam; th e  second a t Loc Chao; th e  t h i r d  
a t P h u c lo i;  th e  fo u r th  a t  Quang Khe; and the  f i f t h  s t r i k e  was 
a g a in s t th e  V in h  o i l  s to ra g e  d e p o t, w hich i s  a sso c ia te d  w ith  
th e  Swatow to rp e d o  base.

The  o i l  s to ra g e  d e p o t, w h ich c o n ta in s  14 ta n k s ,  a p p ro x i­
m a te ly  10 p e rc e n t o f  th e  t o t a l  p e tro le u m  s to ra g e  c a p a c ity  o f  
N o rth  V ie t  Nam, was 90 p e rc e n t d e s tro y e d . Smoke was observed  
r i s i n g  to  1 4 ,0 0 0  fe e t .  In  a d d it io n  to  th e  damage to  th e  t o r ­
pedo b oa t bases and t h e i r  su p p o rt f a c i l i t i e s ,  a p p ro x im a te ly  25 
o f  th e  b o a ts were damaged o r  d e s tro y e d .

Two o f  o u r a i r c r a f t  were l o s t ,  two o f  o u r a i r c r a f t  were 
damaged, a l l  o th e rs  have been recovered  s a fe ly  on th e  c a r­
r i e r s .  The  d e s t ro y e rs  MADDOX and TURNER JOY, w hich have been 
o p e ra tin g  on ro u t in e  p a t ro l  in  th e  G u lf  o f  T o n k in ,  have r e ­
sumed t h e i r  p a t r o l  o p e ra tio n s  in  in te r n a t io n a l  w a te rs .

L a s t  n ig h t  I  announced th a t  moves were underway to  re in fo rc e  

o u r fo rc e s  in  th e  P a c i f ic  a re a . The se  moves in c lu d e  th e  fo l lo w ­
ing a c t io n s :  F i r s t ,  an a tta c k  c a r r ie r  group has been t ra n s fe r re d  
fro m  th e  F i r s t  F le e t  on th e  P a c i f ic  C oast to  th e  W e ste rn  P a c i f ic .  
Se c o n d ly , in te rc e p to r  and f ig h t e r  bomber a i r c r a f t  have been moved 
in t o  S o u th  V ie t  Nam. T h i r d l y ,  f ig h t e r  bomber a i r c r a f t  have been 
moved in t o  T h a ila n d . F o u r t h ly ,  in te rc e p to r  and f ig h t e r  bomber 
squadrons have been t r a n s fe r r e d  from  th e  U n ite d  S ta te s  in t o  advance 
bases in  th e  P a c i f ic .  F i f t h l y ,  a n tisu b m a rin e  ta s k  fo rc e  group

In a d d itio n  we are a ls o  sending reinforcements to  the Western

not wise a t  the present time fo r  me to  id en tifjr  these forces or to  l i s t  
the d e ta i le d  stren gth oi these movements, but I can assure yoc th a t  the  
movements are appropriate to  the provocation.

Now I iv ould l i k e  to  review b r i e f l y  in ch ron o logical order o f  the ■ 
unprovoked a tta c k s  which t.)ok p la ce  today, August Uth, on ocr v e s s e ls  
operating in  in te r n a tio n a l  waters in  the G ulf o f  Tonkin.

You w i l l  r e c a l l  th a t  the destroyer MADDOX operating in  those  
waters on Sunday, was a tta ck e d  by three PT b o ats .  The President In stru cted  
us to  add the d estroyer TURNER JOY to  the p a tr o l  being carried out by the  
MADDOX, and since th a t  time the two v e s s e ls  have operated on p a tr o l  in thosje *  
w aters. Y o u l l  see t h e i r  course on t h i s  map.  . 

I ^
Here i s  the southern portion o f  China, the coast o f  North Vietnam, 

down to  the 17th  p a ra lle l, below which, o f  course, i s  South Vietnam. This i s  
Hainan Is la n d , possessed by Communist China. The course of our destroyers i s  
here, operating 30^ ^0 to  60 m iles o f f  the coast o f  North Vietnam in  
in te r n a tio n a l  w ater, moving southward.

At 7:^0 P.M ., August 4thj 7:^0 P.M. l o c a l  time, Vietnamese time,
August ij th, the MADDOX a t  about t h i s  p o s it io n  ( in d ic a tin g )  reported radar 
contact with u n id e n tif ie d  su rface v e s s e ls  who were p a r a l l e l i n g  i t s  course, 
p a r a l l e l i n g  the tr a c k  o f  both the TURNER JOY and the MADDOX.

At 8:36 P.M ., by which time 3it was about in t h i s  p o s itio n  (in d ic a tin g )  
the MADDOX e s ta b lish e d  two new radar contacts with two u n id e n tif ie d  surface  
v e s s e ls  and three u n id e n tif ie d  a i r c r a f t .  At t h i s  time U. S. f ig h t e r  
a i r c r a f t  were launched from the c a r r ie r  TICONDEROGA, which was a ls o  
operating in the G ulf o f  Tonkin. These f ig h t e r  a i r c r a f t  were launched to  
rendezvous with the MADDOX and TURNER JOY, and provide a i r  cover to  them.

At 9:08,. by which time the MADDOX and JOY had advanced south to  
approximately t h i s  point ( i n d ic a t in g ) ,  the u n id e n tif ie d  a i r c r a f t  had 
disappeared from the d e s tr o y e r s  radar screens and the surface v e s s e ls  
were remaining a t  a d ista n c e . By th a t  tim e, the a i r c r a f t  from the USS  
TICONDEROGA had a rriv e d  over the destroyers and they commenced defensive  
p a tr o l  over them.

By 9:30, the destroyers were a t  t h i s  point ( in d ic a tin g )  and at t h i s  
time the i n i t i a l  a t ta c k  occurred. A d d itio n a l v e s s e ls  had by now appeared 
on the MADDOX S radar screen, and these v e s s e ls  were observed to  close  
v e r y  r a p id ly  on the destroyers at  speeds in  excess o f  40 knots. The 
a tta c k in g  surfad#'vessel!!^ continued to  c lo se  r a p id ly  from both the west 
and the south.

By 9:52, the MADDOX and the TURNER JOY had continued south to  
approximately t h i s  point ( i n d ic a t in g ) ,  and th e y  reported th e y  were under 
continuous torpedo a t ta c k  and were engaged in defensive c o u n te rfire .

By 10 :15  th e y  had advanced a.pproximately to  here ( in d ic a t in g ) .  They 
were reportin g th e y  were avoid in g torpedoes and th a t  th e y  had sunk one o f  
the a tta c k in g  p a tr o l  c r a f t .

At 10:42, the destroyers reported th ey had evaded a d d itio n a l  
torpedoes and had sunk a second o f  the a tta c k in g  p a tr o l  c r a f t . Other 
a i r c r a f t  from the TICONDEROGA had a rriv e d  overhead and joined the  
defen sive  p a tr o l.

At 10:52 the MADDOX reported the destroyers were again under a tta c k .  
At midnight, by which time 'the v e s s e ls  were in  p o s it io n  ( in d ic a t in g ) .
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the  d e stro y e rs  rep orte d  they had su ffe re d  no h i t s ,  no c a s u a lit ie s ,  and th a t  
the  defense a i r c r a f t  from the  TICONDEROGA were i llu m in a t in g  the  area and 
atta ck ing  the  enemy surface c ra f t .

A t 1 2 :3 2 , a t which tim e the y  were a t t h i s  p o in t ( in d ic a tin g )  
the  p a tro l rep orted  th a t an a d d itio n a l enemy c ra ft  was be lieved to  have 
been sunk, and th a t  low c e ilin g s , poor weather, was beginning to  hamper 
the  a i r c r a f t  o p e ra tio n s.

A t 1 2 :5 ^ , the  TURNER JOY, one o f  the  two d e s tro y e rs , reported  
th a t d u ring  the  engagement, in  a d d itio n  to  the  torpedo a tta c k s, the  
d e stro y e r had been f i r e d  upon b;y automatic weapons w h ile  being  
illu m in a te d  by search l ig h t s .

A t 1 :3 9  a .m ., by which tim e the  d e stro y e rs  were in  t h i s  
p o s it io n  ( in d ic a tin g )  the y  rep orte d  the  a tta c k ing  c ra f t  had apparent­
ly  broken o f f  the  engagement. The MADDOX and TURNER JOY were d irec te d  
to  resume t h e i r  normal and ro u tin e  p a tro l o p e ra tio n s, and they are 
c o n tin u in g  them a t the  p re se nt tim e .

Now, I  w i l l  endeavor to  answer your q u e s tio n s .

QUESTION: S i r ,  was th e re  anyth ing e lse  ever seen o r heard 
from  the  u n id e n t if ie d  a irc ra f t?

SECRETARY MC WAMARA: No. The u n id e n t if ie d  a i r c r a f t  d id  not 
p a rtic ip a te  in  the  a tta ck and a t t h i s  moment, we have no fu r th e r  
in fo rm a tio n  regard ing them.

SECRETARY MC NAMARA: I  s ia p ly  wanted to  d is t in g u is h  between pa ti’o l  
c ra f t  bases them selves and c e rta in  suppo rting  in s ta l la t io n s  which might 
be separated geographica lly  from the  mooring p o in ts  o f  the  c ra ft  but in  
N o rth  V ie t  Nam.

QUESTION: The re  i s  no q uestion  th a t we attacked any o th e r place 
but N o rth  V ie t Nam?

SECRETARY MC NAMARA: None whatsoever.

QUESTION: Can you say I f  we are a tta ck ing  Hanoi?

SECRETARY MC NAMARA: We are no t a tta ck ing  H a no i. We are 
a tta c k in g  o n ly  the p a tro l c ra ft  bases and c e rta in  associa ted  
lo g is t ic a l  f a c i l i t i e s .

QUESTION: In  th a t area?

SECRETARY MC NAMARA: Not in  the  area o f  Hanoi. B u t in  N o rth
V ie t  Nara.

QUESTION: The same area as the  p a tro l c ra ft?

QUESTION; Can you t e l l  us at a l l  whether any o f the damage was 
In f lic te d  by f iv e  inch guns?

SECRETARY MC NAMARA: No. T h is  was n ight tim e. I  can't id e n tify  
the type o f sh e ll tha t caused the damage, o r even the source o f the 
damage as between destroyers on the one hand, and our a irc ra ft  on the other.
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QUESTION; Mr. Secretary^ could you give us a randown on the 
remaining portion o f the North Vietnamese Navy? Jane’ s F i t t i n g  Ships says 
they have a to ta l o f l6  FT boats, o f which I  fig u re  you have sunk now one f i f t h .

SECRETARY MC WAMARA.S I  don't wish to  give you our estimate o f 
the number o f North Vietnamese boats by type, fo r  obvious reasons, 
but I  w i l l  t e l l  you there are two d iffe re n t types» One type we id e n tify  
as the Fr-ij-’ s .  T h is  i s  a p a tro l c ra ft w ith  a speed o f approximately 50 
knots. The other type we id e n tify  as the Swatow type, a p a tro l c ra ft 
w ith  a le sse r speed, approximating 40 knots. We believe tha t both types 
o f p a tro l c ra ft were engaged in  today's operation.

QUESTION; I  have three sixnk in  my noteso

SECRETARY MC NAMARA; One sunk on Sunday, at le a st two sunk today, 
possib ly  a th ird  sunk today, fo r  a to ta l o f possib ly  fo u r, as a possib le .

QUESTION; And the la s t  one i s  a possib le .

SECRETARY MC NAMARA; The possible th ird  one today which would make 
a fo u r possible in  to ta l.

QUESTION; Did you say the nearest torpedoes were about 200 
yards away?

SECRETARY MC NAMARA; Torpedoes were reported as passing between 
100 and 200 yards abeam o f the sh ips. One more question<.

QUESTION; Can you set something up fo r  tomorrow?
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SECRETARY MC NAMARA: I  w i l l  see tha t you are provided w ith  whatever 
news we can properly release. I  w i l l  e ith e r do i t  myself o r arrange fo r  others 
to  do i t .

QUESTION: How about tonight?

SECRETARY MC SAMARA: I  don't believe there w i l l  be anything to n ig h t. 
I  w i l l  be receiving re p o rts , I  am going to  stay in  the build ing  ton ight and 
receive reports every h a lf  hour from CINCPAC. But I  doubt tha t there w i l l  be 
anything to  release to n ig h t.

The fo llow ing i s  the te x t o f the statement o f Secretary o f 
Defense Robert S. McNamara at a nevs conference Tuesday evening,
August k, 1$Sh%

The President to ld  the nation e a rlie r ton ight tha t the United 
Sta tes would'take appropriate action in  view o f the unprovoked attacks 
in  in te rna tio na l waters on U« S . naval vessels hy torpedo "boats 
belonging to  North Vietnam.

I  can t e l l  you seme o f the action tha t has already been under­
taken. U. S. Naval a irc ra ft  from the C a rrie rs TICONDEROQA and 
CONSTELLATION in  the Bay o f Tonkin area where our destroyers have 
tmdergone two deliberate attacks by the North Vietnamese have already 
in it ia te d  a ir  s tr ik e s  against the bases ftrom vhich these PT boats 
have operated. Our naval a irc ra ft  have conducted s tr ik e s  against 
certa in other ta rgets d ire c tly  s^ ^ ^ rt in g  the operation o f the PT  
boats.

Again, in  view o f the unprovoked and deliberate attacks in  
in te rn a tio n a l waters on U. S. naval vesse ls, the United Sta tes has 
taken the precaution o f moving sub sta n tia l m ilita ry  reenforcements 
to  Southeast Asia. I t  i s  also making replacement deployments to  
the Western Pa c ific  from the Continental United Sta tes.

I t  i s  not wise a t the moment to  id e n tify  o r give the detailed 
strength o f these movements, but I  can asstire you tha t they are 
appropriate to  the provocation.

I  would lik e  to  review, in  chronological order, the two vm- 
provoked attacks on our vessels as they were in it ia te d  by the North 
Vietnamese, not only on Smday, Augxist 2 , btrt; again today, Tuesday, 
August k.

The fo llow ing Ig  a chronology o f the incident concerning the USS MADDOX
(DD-731), on August 2, 19614-:

(A ll times axe Eastern D a y li^ t  Time)

11;00 P.M ., August 1;

MADDOX reported ohserving an es-timated 75 junks neax her assigned p a tro l area 
o f f  the North V ie t Nam coast. She reported changing her course in  order to  
avoid the Junk concentration and indicated th a t there was no evidence o f any 
h o s t i l i t y .

1;30 A.M«> August 2 ;

MADDOX reported tha t three torpedo boats were on a southerly course heading 
toward the ship at extreme range (over 10 m ile s) . The MADDOX at th is  point 
was about 30 m iles from the coast.

3:40 A.M., August 2 ;

MADDOX reported she was being approached by the h i ^  speed (estimated to  50 
knots) c ra ft whose apparent in te n tio n  was to  conduct a torpedo attack and tha t 
she intended to  open f i r e  in  self-defense i f  necessary.

4:08 A.M., August 2 ;

MADDOX reported she was being attacked by the three FT c ra ft.  She opened f i r e  
w ith  her five -inc h  battery a fte r three warning shots fa ile d  to  slow down the 
a ttackers.

4;06 A.M., August 2 ;

The P T 's  continued th e ir  closing maneuvers and two o f the P T 's  closed to  5^000 
yards, each f i r in g  one torpedo. The MADDOX changed course in  an evasive move 
and the two torpedoes passed close aboaxd on the starboard side (lOO to  200 yards)

USS TICOHDEROGA (CVA-l4) advised she was sending fo u r already airborne F-8E ' s 
(CJROSADERS) w ith  rockets and 20 mm. anniunition to  provide a ir  cover fo r  MADDOX. 
The p ilo ts  were in struc te d  not to  f i r e  unless MADDOX o r the a irc ra ft  were 
f ire d  upon.
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k:21 A.M., Augast 2 ;

The th ird  F T  moved up to  the beam o f the MADDOX and received a d irec t h i t  "by a 
five -in c h  round, and at the same time dropped a torpedo in to  the water which 
was not seen to  iTia . Machine gun f i r e  from the P T 's  was directed at the MADDOX. 
However, there was no damage o r in ju ry  to  personnel. The MADDOX continued 
in  a southerly d irec tion to  jo in  w ith  th e C. TURHER JOY (DD-951) as TICOHDEROGA 
a irc ra ft  commenced attacking the F T ’ s .  ZUNI rocket rtms and 20 mm s tra fin g  
attacks were directed against two o f the P T 's  and they were damaged. The th ird  
PT remained dead in  the water a fte r the d ire c t h i t  hy the MADDOX. At l<-:29 A.M., 
the a irc ra ft  broke o f f  the engagement and escorted the MADDOX towards South 
V ie t Ifan waters.
