The Demonologists look at the noise from Hanoi, Peking and Moscow

I  have talked with Tommy Thompson and Ray Cline of CIA, and I  have checked 
Foy Ko h le r's dispatches, and other internal comment. There is  an astonish­
ingly clear consensus as follows:

'1. The threats of volunteers and the talk of increasing commit­
ment s t i l l  have many loopholes. As Kohler puts it, "Cautious formula on 
Soviet volunteers to North Vietnam seems to reflect continuing Soviet 
reluctance to move toward possible m ilita ry  confrontation with US. "  The 
Soviets put three conditions on these volunteers:

a. I f  necessary;
b. I f  North Vietnam requests it;
c. I f  the US escalates the war.

The Chinese give essentia lly the same conditions, but in  more violent language

2. On negotiations and d iscussions, there are more interesting 
variations. The Chinese are violently opposed to "U S im p e ria lism 's scheme 
about peace ta lks. "  Moscow and Hanoi regard our proposals as fraudulent, 
but they do not fla tly  reject d iscussions. Moscow is  testing the p o ssib ility  of 
a Cambodian conference, and Hanoi has an even more interesting formula:
it  lays down its  term s of settlement (quite unacceptable to us, of course), and 
says that it  would be glad to talk if  ito term s of settlement could be agreed 
upon as a basis fo r discussion. The State Department is  not attaching any 
public importance to th is way of stating it, but Thompson and Cline and I  a ll 
agree that there is  at least a hint of real interest from  Hanoi in eventual 
d iscussions. I  expect these "p re -d iscussio n" statements to continue on both 
sides fo r a while and I  think you are in  a good position to manage the speed 
of the process .

3. Cline reports new U-2 pictures of the Hanoi area which show 
the same SAM site s t i l l  under construction and not yet operational, together 
with markings elsewhere which may indicate additional SAM construction.

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Thompson continues to think that th is w il l  be a long, slow process and that 
Soviet operational crews are \inlikely in the immediate future. Cline is  a 
lit t le  more cautious. We a ll agree that i f  Soviet crews are installed, they 
w il l come under the guise of volunteers and w ill thus not engage Soviet 
prestige and pride as d irectly as i f  they were admittedly under orders from  
the U SSR.

4. We a ll agree that the contest between Moscow and Peking 
remains the dominant quarrel fo r both of them, and that their statements 
are aimed as much at each other as at us - -  although there can be no doubt 
that our a ir attacks and their lack of active response have been acutely 
embarrassing to both of them - -  ju st as they have undoubtedly created increas­
ing nervousness in Hanoi.

5. F in a lly , Thompson auid Cline strongly agree that the Communist 
capitals greatly exaggerate the pov/er of dissenting opinion in th is country.
They a ll agree that people like  Lippmann, Morgenthau, Fu lb right and march­
ing students do great damage by creating false hopes in unfriendly breasts.

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China have hardened th e ir attitudes tovrard negotiations, ’.•rithout cate­

gorically excluding the p o ss itiility  imder a ll  conditions. Tlaey s t i l l  con­

sider that the tide is  mnninj in  favor of the VC, despite the ’Dombinc’S 

in  the South. They apparently calculate that the DRV can afford further 

punishment and that, in the meantime, US deterraination to persist w il l  

veaken ‘because of the pressure of international and US domestic opinion, 

the threat of a hroader conflic t, and increasing DRV a ir defense capa­

b il i t ie s .

2. The Soviets have exhibited increased concern about the trend 

of events, and Moscô r has indicated a greater Interest in negplLations 

than the other Communists involved, nevertheless, the others have 

thus fa r rejected Moscow’s e ffo rts  in  th is  direction. In these circum­

stances the Soviets have been taMnc a series of steps, each of vrhich 

increases th e ir involvement and commitment, in  an e ffo rt to vie with 

the Chinese as supporters of North Vietnam and the VC's "national 

liberation struggle." Soviet SAI-ls are almost certainly on the \ray, 

and the recent Soviet-DRV communiq.ue suggests that agreement has been 

reached on other forms of m ilita ry  assistance as well.

3. Non-Communist opinions are inflvienced primarily by two . 

factors; fears that the \mr w i l l  spread beyond Vietnam, and judgments 

as to the relative chances of the ttJo sides. On the f i r s t  point, 

fears of a larger war are presently not hish, but they l ie  fa ir ly  near

world opinion Judges that p o litic a l weakness in  Saigon, the success 

I of Viet Cong guerrilla  tactics, and the ground predominance of China

w il l  eventually lead to Comniunist victory. Another factor, one vrhich 

works in  the US favor, is  the p rio rity  which sosie goyerniaents, notably 

the UK and Australia, attach to maintaining so lidarity  m th the US 

in  Southeast Asia.

Reactions to A Continuation of Present Courses of Action

k. I f  present US policies continue \rithout the introduction 

of large additional forces or increased US a ir e ffo rt, the Communists 

are lik e ly  to hold to th e ir existing policy of seeking victory in  the 

local m ilita ry struggle in South Vietnam. They w i l l  t ry  to intensify  

that struggle, supporting i t  with additional men and equipment. At the 

same time, DRV a ir defenses w i l l  he strengthened through Soviet and 

perhaps Chinese aid. So long as the trend in  South Vietnam appears 

to the Communists to he favorable, however, "vre doubt that they w i l l  

open new fronts in  Indochina, launch an overt invasion of South Vietnam, 

or challenge the US in  the a ir in the southern part of the DRV.

5. As to the course of the struggle in South Vietnam i t s e l f ,  

in  these circumstances we think i t  unlikely that the Viet Cong and 

i t s  supporters w i l l  come to believe that they can no longer support

6. I f  these estiroates are correct, then some changes in  

world opinion ai’e lik e ly  over the next s ix  to twelve months we are 

here considerinc.

reason that m ilita ry victory would nô r become very d if f ic u lt  or 

perhaps even unattainable. Tliey might thinl: th is ,  not because 

they e::pected the new enemy forces rapidly to reverse the tide of 

battle, but because they feared they would be unable to continue 

a series of successful local operations and thereby to maintain 

the morale of the Viet Cong in  a proloncjed strugcle. Additionally, 

they might in fe r from the increased US commitment that, i f  a sta le­

mate persisted, the chances of a subsequent US resort to more 

aggressive actions were greater.

9. A lternatively, the Communists might reason that the new 

enemy forces would serve only to postpone the ultimate ConEunist

12. Sv.bse<io.ent Conaunist reactions woiild depend i^on the 

Bubseq.uent course of the strviggle in  South Vietnam. We cannot 

estimate hov that struggle would evolve a fte r new anti-Comnunist 

forces had arrived and the Viet Cong had in  turn received new 

support. In  general, however, we believe that the Viet Cong, 

the DRV, and China a l l  rate the staying power of th e ir side as 

inherently superior to that of th e ir enemies.

I t s  chief motive is  to 

prevent such a defeat from redounding to Chinese credit and i t s  

own discredit, to uphold i t s  claicis to leadership of the "soc ia list 

camp” and the "national liberation moveiiient." These concerns pro­

vide Hanoi with considerable leverage over I-Ioscov, and the USSR 

would probably provide ;:eneral support and specialized m ilitary  

assistance to the DRV in any of the vai-ious levels of conflict 

here envisa îed.

15. Perhaps the most important non-Commutoist reactions

I would be those of the South Vietnamese.

On the one hand they

would be considerably encouraged ea the eae Man̂  'b'at 

by the inc;reased US support; on the other, there would be some 

tendency, with the passage of time, to relax e ffo rts  en the ether 

because someone else would now do the fighting. The introduction 

of large numbers of US troops might lend credence to charges 

that the US had colonia list ambitions in  Vietnam and cause a 

rise  in  popular support fo r the VC. The key determinant, however, 

wo\ild be the effectiveness of the to ta l US e ffo rt.

During Southeast Asia Coordinating meeting, participants were 
briefed by MACV on JCS proposals fo r extensive new U. S. troop 
deployments in  Southeast Asia. Since I  believe execution of these 
proposals would have widespread reactions in  a ll countries of th is 
region, you may find it  of some use to have my judgment re probable 
Lao reactions to these deployments.

F i r s t ,  as I  have reported, Lao believe our methodical bombardment 
of North Vietnam is  correct and w ill produce re su lts. They are 
perhaps more optimistic than we that in  reasonable period of time 
North Vietnam and Viet Cong morale w ill collapse and they w ill 
sue fo r peace on term s acceptable to us. They have taken great heart 
from  our actions and have gained a new confidence in  the ir own future.

I f  we, by proposed deployments, indicate we, on the other hand, 
have lo st confidence in  prospect that bombardment w ill produce re su lts, 
Lao w ill rethink the ir own estimates. They w ill probably interpret 
our deployments as evidence of panic and th is atmosphere can be 
very infectious.

Second, despite many e a rlie r m isgivings and in  the face of Communist 
and French propaganda to the contrary, Lao accept the idea that we 
have no, repeat no, colonial or neo-colonial ambitions here. A massive 
occupation of South Vietnam by U. S. forces except in  extrem is 
would also cause th is assumption to be re-examined.

The net re su lt of these two factors would, in  my judgment, be considerable 
diminution in  Lao confidence re U. S. objectives and capabilities.
The practical consequences would probably include much le ss  active 
cooperation with us in  our current m ilita ry  operations and a rather 
headlong rush  to embrace French policy of "negotiated neutra lity" 
fo r Southeast Asia.

Operations in  South Vietnam

We had a press report la st night that US marines fought the ir f i r s t  
infantry clash with Viet Cong g u e rrilla s . MACV has confirmed that 
the Viet Cong attacked a reconnaissance patrol of 41 Marines and 38 
South Vietnamese in  Binh Tha i Village, nine m iles from Da Nang 
Airbase. The Marines quickly replied to the fire  and called for a 
rescue company. One Marine was slig htly  wounded. It  is  not known 
whether the Viet Cong suffered lo sse s. Lastreports indicate fighting 
has ceased. '

Tw^nety Navy strike  a irc raft conducted night reconnaissance m issio ns 
of highway routes in  North Vietnam on 21 A p ril.

S trike  aircraft from USS Hancock conducted a^hight recon of Routes 
101 and 102. The a ircraft repeatedly flew the 122 m iles of highway 
fo r one and one-half hours. Two seperate vehicles with lights 
were attacked. In both instances the lights went out, but re su lts 
of the attacks are unknown.

Strike  aircraft from the USS Midway conducted a night recon of Route
lA , covering approximately 200 m ile s. Ten trucks were estimated
destroyed and eight damaged. Pa rticu la rly  significant on th is m iss io n
was the sighting of a 15-20 truck convoy. The convoy was attacked
with the aid of fla res and s ix  trucks were believed destroyed. Additional ph
have been requested and approved for a strike  on th is target. Resu lts
are not yet available on the re strike .

Twenty two US and South Vietnamese strike  aircraft; with 52 support 
a irc raft, were launched for a strike  on My Due Highway Bridge and 
armed reconnaissance of Routes 8, 12, and lA .

The Embassy has completed a thorough review of the situation in  

SVN both in  it s  national and international aspects and has reached certain 

important conclusions. It  feels that in  recent weeks there has been a 

somewhat favorable change in  the overall situation as the re su lt of the 

a ir attacks on DRV, the re latively sm all but numerous successes in  the 

fie ld against the VC and the encouraging progress of the Quat Government. 

However, i t  i s  becoming increasingly clear that, in  a ll probability, the 

p rim ary objectives of the GVN and the USG of changing the w il l of the DRV 

to support the VC insurgency cannot be attained in  an acceptable time 

frame by the methods presently employed. The a ir campaign in  the North 

must be supplemented by signal successes against the VC in  the South 

before we can hope to create that frame of mind in  Hanoi which w ill lead 

to the decisions we seek.

Meanwhile the JCS have reviewed the m ilita ry  resources which w ill 

be available in  SVN by the end of 1965 and have concluded that even with 

an attainment of the highest feasible mobilization goals, ARVN w ill have 

insuffic ient forces to carry out the kind of successful campaign against 

the VC which i s  considered essential fo r the purposes discussed above.

I f  the ground war i s  not to drag indefinitely, they consider i t  necessary 

to reinforce GVN ground forces with about 20 or more battalion equivalents 

in  addition to the forces now being recruited in  SVN. Since these

reinforcements cannot be raised by the GVN, they must inevitably come 

from U. S. and th ird  country sources.

The Embassy accepts the validity of th is reasoning of the JCS and 

subject to your views, I  am prepared to recommend to the President that:

(1) The U. S. a ss is t  the GVN to ra ise these additional forces fo r

the purpose of bringing the VC insurgency to an end in  the shortest possible 

time.

(2) As part of th is effort, the US bring in  additional U. S. ground forces. 

I f  the GVN w ill make urgent representations at the appropriate time 

following a schedule agreed with the USG, we believe i t  may be possible

to obtain'contributions of the following order: Korea, one regimental 

combat team; Austra lia , one infantry battalion; New Zealand, one battery 

and one company of tanks; P I,  one'battalion. I  would propose that the US 

provide combat reinforcements of the order of 9 additional battalions 

distributed among points to be agreed upon, and the necessary logistic

You seek to obtain the support of the GVN to the foregoing program, 

recognizing that a large number of questions such as command relationships, 

concepts of employment and disposition of forces must be worked out 

Sub-QTS-Ct̂ uont; to Presidentia l review of your recommendations.
